Fundamental factors:

• Language-rich environment

• Use the new learnt language as much as 
possible

• Exposure outside school: listen and watch 
Dutch  programmes / songs

• Reading (aloud)

Learning a new language 

2 years – daily use 5 -7 years – school use 

• skills first - / main language 



Do’s at home
While you are 
doing things. 
About everything 
+ school (theme)
Ask questions

Stimulate correct 
sentences/ use 
new words 
(child-friendly!)  

Stimulate 
your child to 
read or 
read aloud 

Give 
time and 
trust!



Don’ts at home  

No pressure! 
(No tutors in the first months) Speak your first language To learn a (new) language 

kids need social interaction
(and if they are on screens, 
make sure it’s in Dutch one 
hour a day ☺)
